Note: Admission is open to individuals [lay or clergy] from any Christian denomination or group who has a
bachelor's degree or its equivalent and/or has training or demonstrable knowledge of Scripture and
theology. Life experience is highly valued as is awareness of a potential call to be a spiritual director.
Admission to the program is granted by the Admissions Committee [composed of Faculty and Staff of the
Certificate Program] following receipt of a completed application and an interview (phone or in person)
with one or more members of the faculty team.

Tuition:

Tuition for the two-year program is $5,000. In the first year [$3,000], tuition covers 14 days of instruction and
practicum in a church setting, refreshments/snacks, continental breakfast and noon meals, faculty resources,
one overnight in a retreat setting, administrative costs, reprints, and other materials. In the second year
[$2,000], tuition covers 6 days of instruction and supervision and one overnight in a retreat center with food
and overnight lodging included, faculty resources, administrative costs, reprints and other materials, and
supervision in monthly group meetings for ongoing evaluation and training. Not included are personal
overnight accommodations for the first year for class meetings and other meals, if needed, fees for
individual spiritual direction, and monthly personal quiet days. A $500 non-refundable fee towards tuition is
due at the time of admission to the program [to reserve a place—space is limited] and tuition for the
Program is due in advance on a yearly, term, or quarterly basis, or by arrangement.
